1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this document is to present the basic implementation plan for the establishment
of Tourism Route Signage.

Persons wishing to know the background to the decisions should refer to “The Historical Draft”.

This being the first time a plan of this nature has been carried out for the District has meant that
a fair number of complications have arisen and will undoubtedly continue to arise as the plan is
implemented. Nevertheless at each obstruction a way has been found to overcome it or
circumvent it and we believe this plan presents a reasonable working chance of success.

Although every effort has been made to comply with the requirements and warrants of the
SADC Road Traffic Manual there are no guarantees that all aspects of the proposals will be
acceptable to the governing bodies. All applications for Tourism Road Signage are subjected to
at least 3 levels of scrutiny before being approved and there are details and requirements
beyond those of the sign on the road that they take into account.

2 ROUTE MANAGEMENT
MANAGEMENT BODY

A prerequisite to being granted permission to develop, advertise and signpost a tourism
route is the establishment of a management body.

This means that the first step in the process of Route Development must be the
development of a Management Bodly.

The duties and responsibilities of this body in terms of route signage are detailed in
Volume 2 chapter 4 of the SADC Road Traffic Sign Manual. Some of the relevant pages
are attached as an annexure but a brief description is added here.

Planning and Development of the Route

Establishing a policy and standards for inclusion in the route.

Responsibility for the erection and maintenance of the signage

Ensuring that any facility or attraction that is indicated on the signage exists and
meets the appropriate standards of the route and where necessary the relevant
national tourism legislation. (Warrants)

« Ensuring that the information on the route is current and correct. In the case of
gravel roads this includes road conditions.

This management body can be an independent body or can be a function of a tourism
management body. In the case of the Amajuba District where the drive to establish a
Tourism Route is part of an overall plan to improve tourism being lead by the District
and Local Municipalities there are strong arguments for this function being a function of
a Tourism Management Body.

PROPOSAL

The SADC Road Traffic Sign Manual recommends that there should be a regional body
supported by the Regional Council that supervises Local Bodies who are the first
contact point for the stakeholder.

In the case of the Amajuba District the “region” would be the Amajuba District.

The following is a proposal for consideration for route management as a function of a
Tourism Management Body. A proposal for a Tourism Management Body is being
prepared as a separate issue and will be annexed to this report once complete.

An important point to remember is that if the Tourism Management Body is to be at all
effective it has to have executive authority and to have funds to carry out its
responsibilities. In the case of the Amajuba District there is no private organisation that
is in this position and therefore this duty will have to be undertaken by the Municipalities
and their appointed officials. If a municipality decides to include a private stakeholder or
individual in its representative body that should be their discretion but the appointee
should be officially appointed and given authority to make decisions on their behalf.

It is also important that the Management Body should be in contact with the
stakeholders and it is therefore recommended that there is a forum at which the
Management Body and the stakeholders can interact.
