1.  Background Information

2.2.4 	Allow more effective communication between Amajuba District Municipality and the 	Local Municipalities together with  remote sites( currently there is limited to no 	connection at Kwamdakane MPCC, Old Casino, Disaster site in Newcastle)

3.1.2 Peering with other internet service providers
3.1.3 Procuring bandwidth from undersea internet cables
3.1.4 Peering with similar initiatives in neighboring regions
3.1.5 Continually increasing the level of bandwidth and coverage available on the network
3.1.6 Implementation of IPv6
3.1.7  Packaging and marketing of services to community and industry at a reasonable price
